London Wetlands Trip 

We are pleased to inform you that we have planned a day trip for Year 3 to visit London Wetlands Centre on 
Wednesday 30 April to support our learning linked to Science and English. During the visit the children will have 
the opportunity to take part in an hour long ‘plant’ session lead by the Wetlands Staff. As part of the Wetlands 
experience the children will discover the main sources of plastic pollution and the problems this is causing for 
wetlands, how long plastic stays in the environment and what can we do to help.

You must have an up to date DBS to 
support on this trip.
